la Competitors may enter these matches in one of the following classes:
i Historic, Any SMLE, No 4, No 5 service pattern rifle, with as issued 1937 pattern sling.
ii Any Iron. Any rifle with Iron Sights, with no restriction on slings, rests may not be used. Min trigger weight 4.5lbs.
ili Service Optic. Any rifle with Optic sights, with a max power of 4.5X and a min trigger weight of 4.5lbs. With no restriction on slings.
Rests may not be used. The rifle may touch or rest on the forearm or on the ground. Any vertical or Angled Fore
Grip (AFG) may be used but must remain fitted at all times.
iv Practical Optic. Any rifle with Optic sights with no restriction on slings or rests. If any rest is used it must remain fitted to the rifle at all
times during the match. Min trigger weight 1.5kg.
1b This entry form, together with payment (see para 3 below) must be returned to Shooting Division, no later than Friday 16 June 2017.
Receipt of Entry Form will only be sent in email form.
1c Register cards will be issued by the NRA from the Front Counter and will be available for collection from 14.00
Tuesday 27 June 2017.
