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The Civilian Service Rifle (CSR) Skills Development Course will provide the fundamental skills for taking part in
CSR, including individual coaching of positional shooting techniques. The course is open to all NRA members
including those who do not currently hold an FAC or possess the appropriate firearm, but have successfully
completed the required probationary course. Non-NRA members can attend providing they possess the
appropriate firearm and pay the additional membership fee.

The course will involve both classroom and practical range work, including target marking in the butts.
COURSE FEE

The course fee is £71.50, which includes range fees, targets, scorebook, individual coaching and lunch. Under
25s are entitled to a 40% discount off the course fee.

Ammunition and firearms are not included and attendees are expected to bring their own. Those not yet in
possession of a firearm can hire an AR-15 type rifle from the NRA for £18 for the day, and purchase ammunition
- 100 rds of 5.56 mm at a price of £42 (these will be issued on range) upon production of their NRA membership
card and Shooter Certification Card (SCC).

SCC assessments can be offered as part of the course at no additional fee if you are an NRA Member. If this is
required please let us know.

DRESS AND EQUIPMENT

Light Gore-Tex jackets are recommended with under layers according to the weather, and suitable lightweight
walking-type trousers with waterproof over trousers if required.
