Competition No 21.               Centenary Bowl                     
Two sighters & 15 to Count at 200 Yards.                          
  

Competition No 22.              Gleadow Cup                    

Two sighters and 15 to count at 500 Yards.                               
   

Competition No 23.              Autumn Aggregate Trophy                    

Aggregate of competitions 21 and 22.

NRA Bronze Medal will be awarded to the highest placed YRA member in competition 23 who is not a previous winner of the medal.

Competition No 25.          Yorkshire Championship Trophy       
  

Aggregate of Spring and Autumn meetings i.e. comps 3 & 23.

The Cup will be awarded to the highest scoring YRA member who is qualified to shoot for Yorkshire under NRA rules. The entrant with the highest score, if not qualified to receive the Cup, will receive a medal.

Special Prize: To be awarded to the highest scoring O or T class competitor in competition 25 over the age of 60, an engraved tankard, presented by Mr. R Addy, to be held for one year only.

The Bill Norman Trophy. To be awarded to the top F Class competitor in competition 25.

Competition No 24.
 Yorkshire Post Challenge Cup       per team  £8.00

Open to teams of four drawn from any Club or Service Unit, nominated before shooting commences. Total aggregate of comp. 23.

Prizes: Each member of the winning team will receive a YRA bronze medal..
F class. F class entries are welcomed. Competitors will not be eligible for the above trophies (except the Bill Norman Trophy), but the top F class competitor in each competition will be awarded a YRA medal  if there are 3 or more entries.

Notes

The range regulations for Brockholes will be strictly adhered to. Shooting regulations will be as laid down in the current NRA programme. 

Tie shoots if necessary will be decided at the longest range or the last range in use at the end of the meeting. Sighters will be convertible.

Score cards must be handed to the Firing Point Officer at each distance on completion of firing. Aggregate cards to be handed in at the final range. 

Refreshments

Huddersfield RC can provide pie & peas, a sweet and a drink (tea or coffee) for £4 if ordered in advance. Please indicate on the entry form if you want food.

Ammunition

Any ammunition permitted under NRA rules for ‘TR’ and ‘F’ provided that it complies with the new range restrictions limiting  maximum muzzle energy to 4500 Joules. Hand loaded ammunition is permitted in all classes but competitors MUST sign the declaration on the entry form or their entry will automatically be refused.

The YRA can no longer provide ammunition. Shooters must make arrangements before the meeting and purchase ammo from their club if necessary.

Rifles

Any rifle which complies with the current NRA definitions of ‘Target Rifle’ and ‘F class rifle‘. 

Targets

NRA 1998 standard targets will be used for all ‘TR’ 

F Class: The electronic marking allows the use of the standard, smaller F class scoring rings. Because no scoring rings are visible, a small aiming mark is placed on the target 5 minutes below the centre of the black circle, and competitors should adjust their sights accordingly.

TR Classification:

X class - A competitor who has been placed in the top three or top ‘O/T’ class in any YRA competition in the last three years or is classified X or A at Bisley.

T class - One who has never won a prize (including medals) at any Open Meeting.

O class - One who is neither X or T.

NB Classifications for the Spring Meeting remain valid for the Autumn meeting, regardless of prizes won in 2018.
